The  development  of  the  two  new  DARE community programmes demonstrates the focus 
DFNZ has to ensuring young New Zealanders have the  life  skills  needed to  achieve  their  
potential. 

Police acknowledge the leadership role DFNZ takes in developing and promoting community 
support for DARE programmes throughout New Zealand. 

Police also acknowledges the positive evaluation  received from the Independent Review and 
Evaluation Report by Nikki Evans, Canterbury University.  It is in the context of that substantial 
positive endorsement as well as the research-based evidence for the content of both pro-
grammes that Police also formally endorses and supports the programmes. 

 

While  Police’s  Youth Education Service must be committed to providing school communities 
with  core  Police  services  and  interventions,  I  will  ensure that  our  support  for  these  
programmes includes: 

· Appropriate referrals by Police Youth Services staf f who may refer the programmes 
to schools and other interested parties; 

· Police Youth Services staff providing support to co urses (including being course 
facilitators) for these programmes is encouraged, w hile acknowledging the context 
of their operational demands; 

· Introducing the programmes as options for youth jus tice interventions, including 
begin, where  appropriate,  a  component  part  of  Alternative Action plans. 

 

As I implement the programme to strengthen the  leadership role of Youth Services,  I  am 
committed to strengthening our relationship with DFNZ as a key stakeholder and community 
partner.
